Mr. Haxton’s Classroom Management Plan

The following list incorporates the classroom rules for Mr. Haxton at Ellsworth High School.

1.  Respect the people, furnishings, and equipment in the classroom.

2.  Be in your assigned seat and begin your bellwork when the bell rings.

3.  Bring all appropriate materials and supplies to class.

4.  No food allowed. Only water in a bottle with a lid is allowed in the classroom. No cups or mugs. 

5.  Follow the Bearcat Attitudes.

We need to have a class where you can come to learn without interference.  I will not allow you to distract someone else who is trying to learn.  I expect all students to respect the furnishings and equipment in the classroom, and to follow the computer guidelines that have been introduced to you from your student handbook.

Seating Chart

Seating arrangements have been pre-assigned to you and you need to be in your assigned seat and working on your bellwork when the bell rings.  This will allow you to be free of distraction while you are successfully completing your task.  It will also give you the best opportunity to maximize what you learn each day. 

Classroom Supplies

Appropriate materials and supplies are required to be brought to class each day.  This is your daily responsibility.  Always be prepared for class with the materials and supplies that you are required to bring.  Make sure that you always come to class with sharpened pencils and black or blue ink pens, in addition to white notebook paper.  I do not accept papers with torn edges or rippled edges torn from spiral notebooks.

Absence and Make-up

View the Internet site http://db.usd327.org/instructors/EHS/Haxton/ if you have questions about an assignment.  Lesson plans are generally listed 1-2 weeks in advance.  It will be the responsibility of the student, not the teacher, to find out, complete, and hand in make-up work during an absence, in addition to taking all missed homework quizzes.  Students are not exempt from taking a homework quiz over material covered during an absence, unless consecutive absences have occurred.  The maximum allowance for turning in make-up work is two class periods after the assignment has been made.  After these two days, missing grades become zeroes unless other arrangements have been made.  If the student’s absence is known in advance, the student should get that day’s assignment, complete it and turn it in before leaving or take the necessary test or quiz.  As written in the student handbook, the Kansas Compulsory Attendance Law KSA 72-1113 will be followed.  Please be aware of the law and USD 327’s expectations.  Students will be required to make-up 30 minutes of time if unexcused absences exceed seven in a semester.  They will also be required to make-up 15 minutes of time for each tardy incurred in a semester.

Late Work

Late assignments will be accepted up to two days after the due date but will only be worth 50% of the original grade.

Plan of Disciplinary Action

Both positive and negative consequences will be used based on how you abide by the classroom rules.  Conduct is expected of you as that of adults.  The student handbook outlines our expectations of your conduct and behavior while in this building therefore these policies will be enforced while in this classroom.  If you make a bad choice, you will be given an appropriate consequence based on the severity of the choice you made.  Failure to abide by the consequences will result in more drastic measures of discipline.

The administration is in support of my classroom management plan, and we have high expectations that you will follow the rules set forth.
