Class Policies and Description for Geometry
Period Structure

46 minute period = 30 minutes of lecture + 16 minutes of study

Classroom Supplies

Be sure to bring in any and all materials necessary for class before the first bell. A TI‑83plus or a TI-84plus calculator is recommended for this class. Extra study materials (or books or magazines) should also be brought to class in the event of short assignments or on test days. If you forget something and need to borrow something, be prepared to have something to use for collateral.
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You are responsible for knowing your grade. I will tell you on any given day if you ask, in addition to posting grades at least once a week. If you choose not to see it or ask about it, then it is no one’s fault but your own.
I don’t round grades if a student has more than 1 missing or 2 late assignments.
Assignment Types (grades figured using Total Points)
Homework –5 points per assignment
DHQs (daily homework quiz) – point values vary from 5 to 25 points each

Quizzes – over about half a chapter – worth 50 points each

Tests – over entire chapters – worth 200 points each
Semester Final – worth 400 points

Students will forfeit the use of a note card on a test if an absence occurs on a test day. Students will also forfeit the use of notes on a quiz if an absence occurs on a quiz day.

*Student that earn an A or B on a major test will have the option of turning in homework for the chapter following that test.
Absence and Make-up

View the Instructor’s Page of the school web site (www.usd327.org) if you have questions about an assignment. Lesson plans are generally listed 2-3 weeks in advance. It will be the responsibility of the student, not the teacher, to find out, complete, and hand in make-up work during an absence, in addition to taking all missed homework quizzes.  The maximum allowance for turning in make-up work is two class periods after the assignment has been made.  After these two days, missing grades become zeroes unless other arrangements have been made. If the student's absence is known in advance, it is the student’s responsibility to get that day's assignment or test/quiz, complete it and turn it in before leaving. 
Late Work

Assignments turned in after the due date will be considered as LATE and will be worth at most 50% of the original grade, except in the event of an excused absence. The allowance for late assignments is generally two days after the due date. After the two days, the assignments will not be accepted for a grade.
Classroom Rules

1. I will treat you with respect so you know how to treat me.

Geometry Content

Geometry is the study of points, lines, angles, and plane figures. Algebra I concepts are reviewed and applied to geometry. The course includes work in transformations, formal proof, logical reasoning and an introduction to trigonometry. The course also includes computing areas and volumes of figures. Although quite a few problems in geometry have algebra work in them, many concepts in geometry are quite a bit different from Algebra I.
