Title of Encyclopedia. (underlined)

Internet:

Information needed:
Author's Last Name, First Name.  (if applicable)
“Title of document or internet article.”
Name of website .
Editors of website.
Date of electronic publication (if not present then date of access)
Associated institution.

Date of access 
<URL address>.
