Driver’s License Exam Stations

There are several places in our general area to get a license or permit.  You will not be able to get a license or permit from the county courthouse until you’ve obtained your permit or license through one of the local stations listed below.  It would be my suggestion that you call ahead to be sure of business hours, and try to go in the morning, as typically there will be a shorter wait.  Remember, either a parent or legal guardian must go too.
You will want to take:


1.  If you’re in “Phase 1” of Driver’s Ed (or before), you’ll 

     need to be prepared to take a written test over basic KS 

     driving laws at the DMV.

2.  If you’re in “Phase 2” of Driver’s Ed, take the Pink 
     Certificate (for IP) or Yellow Completion Certificate (for 
     Farm Permit or Restricted License).  Either of these can be 

     used in place of the written test at the DMV.

3.  Social Security Card
